MCASE Safety Olympics  

 Students from UCO’s Adult Education and Safety Sciences (AESS) Industrial Safety Depart-

ment,  participated in the 2019 2nd Annual MCASE Safety Olympics held April 14-16 at the Col-

lege of Technology, Pitt State University, KS where UCO took first place honors for the second 

year in a row.   

The Safety Olympics exposes students to some scenarios they are likely to face in the work-

place. Six universities with environmental and safety management programs make up Mid-

Continent Association of Safety Education (MCASE); UCO, Oklahoma State, Northeastern State, 

Southwestern State, Pittsburg State, KS. and U. of Central Missouri, Warrensburg.  Each of the 

six brought student teams to participate in the two-day event highlights six competitions; Inci-

dent Investigation, Jeopardy, Innovation, Safety Culture, Hazard Recognition and a Safety Regu-

lation Presentation. Each competition allows little prep time, so competitors can show what 

they have learned throughout their safety education.   

The Mid-Continent Association of Safety Educators and their parent chapters of the American 

Association of Safety Professionals (ASSP), local businesses, contractors, and private contribu-

tions fund the two-day event.  
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I would like to thank the Oklahoma City Chapter for their contribution that allowed UCO to 

attend the second annual Safety Olympics. With the chapters help we were able to take 

first place for the second year in a row! The Safety Olympics allowed us to demonstrate the 

skills that we have accumulated throughout our education at UCO. The competition proved 

that we are receiving a top-notch education at The University of Central Oklahoma. This is 

the second time that the Oklahoma City Chapter has monetarily supported me and my 

growth as a future safety professional.

I also found out that, as a leader, you should 
never rely on just yourself; especially if you have a strong team standing with you.  My team 
worked well together and found holes and pieced together information in the scenario that 
may have been otherwise overlooked.  Teamwork was the key in identifying the causal fac-
tors that ultimately led us to the root cause.
